Was the promise of 
land to Moses permanent and irrevocable? What about others living in 

the promised land? How should we read the Bible in light of the modern 
situation? Who are the Zionists, and what do they say? 

These and others questions will be discussed as we examine how the 

understanding of scripture is impacting this conflict. Reading the book is 
not required.
